Full Depth Concrete Patch (night lane closure)

This project included slab leveling, partial and full depth patching, roadway joint sealing, and diamond grinding for smoothness of the concrete roadway. It also included bridge joint replacements,
partial and full depth deck repairs, and polymer overlay. The project covered 16 miles of four-lane interstate with ramps equal to 81 lane miles of interstate through Charlotte, North Carolina. This
section of [-85 has an average daily traffic count in excess of 100,000 per day; whereas, prior to COVID-19 it was closer to 150,000 per day. The initial quantities included 580,000 square yards of
PCC Diamond Grinding, 700,000 linear feet of PCC Joint Repair sealant, and four structures deck repairs, Polymer Overlay, and joint replacements.

SR 557 Bridge Replacement over I-4: The new bridge is being built on a parallel alignment located 157-feet east of the existing bridge. It will be constructed in a single-phase with unrestricted
traffic flow. The bridge typical section includes two 11-foot lanes, with a 1-foot-6-inch inside shoulder and 10-foot outside shoulder in both northbound and southbound directions. The travel
ways will be separated by a 7-foot median that includes a 4-foot raised traffic separator. The bridge accommodates the I-4 Ultimate multi-modal typical section by providing a minimum horizontal
clearance of 18-feet from the face of the pier to the center line of the High-Speed Rail (HSR) and a minimum vertical clearance of 24-feet-3-inches over the HSR. The new bridge length is 353-feet v Innovative design and construction techniques
with permanent mechanically stabilized earth (MSE) walls at the bridge ends to retain the end slopes. We are using 84-inch precast concrete Florida-I beams (FIBs) to help reduce the foundation
loading, erection duration, and number of beam lines. Our DB team had several innovative alternative technical concepts including shifting the SR 557 bridge, which expedited the project
schedule and saved $1 million in project costs.

I-4 Bridges over Wildlife Crossings: The typical section for each bridge consists of
three 12-foot lanes with 10-foot inside and outside shoulders. The bridges will span 60-
feet between the front faces of the end bent caps and provide 8-feet of vertical clearance.
Each bridge is composed of a 67-feet single span with concrete pile cap end bents. Our
design uses 36-inch FIBs for the superstructure. The overall bridge widths permit future
express lane bridges to be constructed as independent structures. This avoids the cost

and complication of a future bridge widening. By shifting the new bridges to the east,
unsuitable soils were avoided and allowed for the wildlife crossing to be separate from an
existing creek.

The project also includes drainage, environmental, permitting, signing and pavement
markings, intelligent transportation systems, and lighting services.

All asphalt material listed in the attached “Asphalt Material Items Eligible for Price Adjustment” will be adjusted in
accordance with the provisions as set forth hercin. Other items will not be adjusted, except as otherwise specified in
the contract. Any item added through a Work Order which contains asphalt material will not be subject to Price
Adjustment unless specifically designated in the Work Order to be subject to Price Adjustment.

Each month, the Department will publish an average state-wide PG 648-22 f.o.b. price per ton and an average PG
64E-22 f.o.b. price per ton developed from the average terminal prices provided to the Department from suppliers of
asphalt cement to contractors doing work in Virginia. The Department will collect terminal prices from approximately
12 terminals each month. These prices will be received once cach month from suppliers on or about the last weekday
of the month. The high and low prices will be eliminated and the remaining values averaged to establish the average
statewide price for the following month. That monthly state-wide average price will be posted on the Censtruction
Division website on or about the first weekday of the following month. In the event the average prices were to change
10 percent or more of the Base Index during the middle of the month, the Design Builder can submit a letter to the
Department and the supplier that provides evidence of the difference in price. Upon receipt of the leiter consideration
will be given to extend additional adjustments as deemed necessary.

This monthly statewide average price will be the Base Index for all contracts on which Price Proposals are received
during the calendar month of its posting and will be the Current Index for all asphalt placed during the calendar month
of its posting. In the event an index changes radically from the apparent trend, as determined by the Engineer, the
Department may establish an index which is determined to best reflect the trend.

The amount of adjustment applied will be based on the difference between the Price Proposal\Contract Base Index
and the Current Index for the applicable calendar month during which the work is performed. Calculations must be
done for each type of Asphalt Material put in place each month, whether the Current Index is higher or lower than the
Base Index.

In the event the Design-Builder elects to seek adjustment for fuel items designated in the Price
Proposal\Contract as Price Adjustment Items such items will be subject to price adjustment as set forth
herein. Other items will not be adjusted, except as otherwise specified in the contract.

The Design-Builder shall submit their monthly application for payment associated with eligible work
packages with an adjustment up or down as appropriate for cost changes in fuel used on specific items of
work identified in this provision. The optional fuel item listing eligible for fuel adjustment is provided by
the Department at this website: http://www.virginiadot.org/business/const/resource.asp. The listing on the
web site also includes the corresponding fuel factor for each item. The fuel usage factor for each item is
considered inclusive of all fuel usage.

In order to be eligible for fuel adjustment under this provision, the Design-Builder shall clearly identify in
the Schedule of ltems those pay items and the asscciated quantities it chooses to have fuel adjustment
applied to in its work packages. ltems the Design-Builder claims in its application of payment for fuel
adjustments must be properly designated in order to be considered for adjustment. ltems not properly
designated or left out of the Design-Builder's Schedule of ltems shall not be considered for adjustment.

Provided at the end of
this provision is a master listing of standard bid items the Department has determined are eligible for steel
price adjustment. Only items on this listing will be eligible for steel price adjustment. Generally, non-
standard pay items will not be eligible for steel price adjustment unless such steel items are project-
specific modifications of items normally eligible and the quantities present on the project constitute major
items of the work. Inventoried materials from the listing of eligible items are specifically excluded for
consideration. This provision also does not allow for price adjustment for embedded steel where the steel
item is a component of the finished bid item and there is no separate or distinct payment for the steel item
or_for steel used for pre-tensioned or post-tensioned precast components where furnishing steel is
included in the unit price of the finished bid item.
